AND WORLD TITLED EVENTS

AND RECOMMENDED PROCEDURES FOR TESTING AT 
CONFEDERATION CHAMPIONSHIPS.
This document has been prepared to assist hosting Federations; appointed Chief Judges and National Anti-Doping Organisations to understand the requirements and procedures for testing at IWSF competitions. 

THE IWSF ANTI-DOPING RULES STATE

5.7
Selection of Athletes to be Tested
5.7.1
At World events the IWSF Anti-Doping Committee shall determine the number of finishing placement tests, random tests and target tests to be performed.  

5.7.1.1
At least one Athlete randomly selected from the top three placements in each of the disciplines in the Competition, plus one other Athlete in the Competition selected at random.
5.7.1.2
Any Athlete that establishes or breaks a world record and/or a pending world record.

5.7.2
At Confederation events the Confederation Executive Board shall determine the number of finishing placement tests, random tests and target tests to be performed.  

EXAMPLES OF TEST REQUIRED
At a World Tournament Championships; World Barefoot Championships, World Cableski Championships the MINIMUM NUMBER OF TESTS IS 9:-

One athlete chosen at random from each of the top 3 placed athletes in each of the following:-

· Men Overall

· Women Overall

· Men Slalom

· Women Slalom

· Men Tricks

· Women Tricks

· Men Jump

· Women Jump

One other athlete chosen at random from the rest of the competitors in any of the FINALS of the World Championships.

Plus any athlete that establishes or breaks a world record and/or a pending world record.

At a World Racing Championships the MINIMUM NUMBER OF TESTS IS 7:-

One athlete chosen at random from each of the top 3 placed athletes in each of the following:-

· Men F1

· Women F1

· Men F2

· Women F2

· Junior Men

· Junior Women

One other athlete chosen at random from the rest of the competitors in the World Championships.

At a World Wakeboard Championships or a World Cable Wakeboard Championships the MINIMUM NUMBER OF TESTS IS 8:-

One athlete chosen at random from each of the top 3 placed athletes in each of the following:-

· Open Men

· Open Women

· Junior Men

· Junior Women

One other athlete chosen at random from the remainder of the competitors in EACH of the four finals mentioned above.  
At a World Disabled Championships the MINIMUM NUMBER OF TESTS IS 8:-

One athlete chosen at random from each of the top 3 placed athletes in each of the following:-

· Men Combined Overall
· Women Combined Overall
· One athlete chosen at random from all the competitors in each of the following events regardless of disability category:
· Men Slalom

· Men Tricks

· Men Jump

· Women Slalom

· Women Tricks

· Women Jump
